Cristina is currently working on her second album, Princesa Baronesa. This time joining her is producer/composer/pianist, Misha Piatigorsky. As an actor, Christina’s latest film Feriado (Holiday) premiered at the Berlin International Film Festival on February 9, 2014. Cristina currently lives in New York City after stints in Quito, Los Angeles, Rome, Miami & the Galapagos Islands where she’s committed a percentage of her record sales to support “Arteducarte,” an educational program through the arts in Isabela Island’s public schools. Fuerte, her sophomore solo album, was co-produced by multiple GRAMMY winner Gustavo Borner with Cecilia Villar Eljuri and released by Manovill Records in the U.S. and Discos Intolerancia in Mexico. Audiences, critics and radio DJs are all in agreement that Fuerte is a powerful album. Her music is a mirror on this generation’s global fusion, which reflects her Spanish and Lebanese heritage, the rhythms of her homeland, Ecuador, and the punk and rock & roll from her youth in New York City.
