The Snowball – to be held on Wednesday, January 28, at Sundance House Presented by HP (Kimball Arts Center 638 Park Avenue Park City, UT 84060) – will feature a diverse lineup of talented BMI singer-songwriters including iTunes breakthrough Pop Artist Christina Perri whose song “A Thousand Years” from the film The Twilight Saga: Breaking Dawn was certified 4x platinum.
