The son of Boudleaux and Felice Bryant – the legendary songwriters who penned classics such as “Bye, Bye Love,” “Wake Up Little Susie,” All I Have To Do Is Dream,” the Tennessee state song, “Rocky Top,” and more – Bryant’s rich musical heritage inspired his accomplishments and passion for the business.  He joined BMI in 1972, and worked in numerous areas of the company for 32 years, rising to President and Chief Executive Officer in 2004.  
Among his many accomplishments, Bryant played a leading role in re-engineering and modernizing BMI’s royalty distribution system and spearheaded several successful initiatives, including revitalizing BMI’s Film & Television department and directing the establishment of the Latin Music and R&B/Hip-Hop divisions.  In addition to his work with the Broadcasters Foundation, Bryant serves on the boards of CISAC and the Songwriters Hall of Fame, and is the past Chairman of FastTrack.
Previous Golden Mike Award recipients have included BMI’s Frances Preston, Clear Channel’s Lowry Mays, New York City Mayor Michael Bloomberg, Disney’s Anne Sweeney, and more.
